A few reminders: 

 

Uniform:

 Grey trousers, shorts, skirts, pinafores or skorts.

 PE Kits – coloured house T-Shirt, shorts and trainers or plimsolls. 

 KS2 children will access PE outdoors so tracksuits are permitted. 

 PE kits should be in school every day. 

 Ties—compulsory for Year 3—Year 6 

Please NAME all uniform – remember there are 30 jumpers in each class – all looking exactly the same. 

It is important that your child wears the correct uniform as it makes them feel part of the school community and is part
